INFORMATION ABOUT THE DEPARTMENT

There are departments of clinical radiology at each of the 6 sites that make up Leeds Teaching Hospitals.

In the last full year, the Trust’s radiology departments recorded 527,184 attendances and 733,188 examinations.  A comprehensive range of diagnostic and interventional procedures are provided to the population of Leeds.  In addition, significant numbers of referrals from the areas of the region and beyond are received for specialist procedures.

This is a one-year fellowship intended to provide specialist training in all aspects of gastrointestinal radiology.
Gastrointestinal radiology is a well-established subspecialty in Leeds Teaching hospitals Trust with consultants working in this field. Two to three specialist registrars from the Leeds training scheme are attached to GI radiology at any one time. All areas are covered with each consultant taking a particular interest in either the hollow or solid organs within the field. The imaging techniques include fluoroscopy, ultrasound, MR and CT within both acute and outpatient settings.

It is anticipated that the successful candidate would complete a block in both hepatic/pancreatic diagnostic imaging and hollow organ imaging but there will be some flexibility for the successful candidate to tailor the job plan to suit his or her own individual needs and interests.
The gastrointestinal radiology group has a strong research and teaching interest and participation in these areas will be expected. There are opportunities to participate in MDT meetings for Liver, Pancreas, Hepatology. Upper and lower GI clinical groups.
The post holder will be based at St James’s University Hospital (SJUH) and Leeds General Infirmary (LGI). The position will be suitable for an Specialty Registrar who wishes to gain specialist experience in gastrointestinal radiology and intends to take up a consultant post with a full time or major sub-specialist interest in the field. This will be a fixed term post for a period of up to 12 months.

DUTIES OF THE POST AND RESPONSIBILITIES
The duties of the post may be changed with the agreement of the postholder. 

The exact timetable will be determined by agreement with the Lead Clinician for GI Radiology after discussion with appropriate consultant colleagues, but the timetable/job plan will be based on 36 hours/9 clinical sessions per week. These 36 hours/9 sessions will be based between the sites of St James’s University Hospital (SJUH) and Leeds General Infirmary (LGI). A further 4 hours/1 session per week is intended for private study, teaching preparation, audit and research.

LEVELS OF RESPONSIBILITY 

· To provide a high quality gastrointestinal radiology service, working closely with the consultant radiologists in this speciality. 

· To develop a specialist interest in aspects of gastrointestinal radiology. 

· To participate in the Radiology HST teaching programme. 

· To participate in departmental clinical research and audit. 

· To assist in the training and supervision of junior medical staff (radiological and other clinicians).
TEACHING AND RESEARCH/STUDY AND TRAINING
Participation in departmental research is encouraged and the post holder will be required to contribute to the departmental journal club and educational meetings. The fellows are expected to participate in the teaching and supervision of specialist registrars, sonographers and radiographic staff.
There are approximately 40 Specialty Registrars in Radiology based at the LGI, Chapel Allerton and St James’s University Hospital (SJUH) sites, rotating through different sub-specialty attachments. The appointee will be expected to take a share in the teaching of trainees.
Collections of books and films are held in the various departments of radiology. 

There is a Radiology Academy on the LGI site. This contains library, lecture, seminar and computer facilities which are part of the Integrated Training Initiative. The Medical School Building of the University of Leeds is housed in the Worsley Building and this contains the main medical library.
