GUIDANCE NOTES
Mileage Allowances
Annex 3 of Schedule 1 of the Directions to Strategic Authorities GP Registrars (2003) with 2007 amendments (31 July 2007) contains details of the mileage allowances now payable in respect of the GP Registrar Scheme.

Section 1 contains details of the payments payable in the case of a contract of employment entered into before 1st April 2007.  In such cases a vehicle allowance may be payable to the GP Registrar.
Section 2 contains details of the payments payable in the case of a contract of employment entered into on or after 1st April 2007 and placement before 1st August 2007.  In such cases a vehicle allowance may be payable to the GP Registrar.  

Section 3 contains details of the payments payable in the case of a contract of employment entered into on or after 1st April 2007, where the GP Registrar placement commenced on or after 1st August 2007.  In such cases a mileage allowances (including passenger allowances) may be payable to GP Registrars using their own private vehicle for any official journey for the purpose of the practice.  A vehicle allowance may be payable to the Practice if an additional vehicle is provided by the GP Trainer for the use of a GP Registrar.
Details of current rates are shown on page 3.

Administration Procedures
GP Registrar Mileage Form 1

With the assistance of the Practice each GP Registrar should complete “GP Registrar Mileage Form 1” and return the signed and dated form to their responsible Finance Department at either Brunswick Court or St. Luke’s House

By confirming the date placement commenced the Finance Department can determine whether Section 1, 2 or 3 applies.
No mileage allowance is payable to a GP Registrar for their normal daily journey between their home and the practice premises, except that a mileage allowance for one return journey on any day when they use their car on an official journey, up to a maximum of 20 miles, is payable.

An annual estimate of the mileage of practice business travel (does not include home to practice) should be made as this may effect the type of rate (Regular or Standard) and level of the rate.
The payment of a Regular User Allowance can be made to GP Registrars who:
· Travels an average of more than 3,500 miles a year on practice business or
· Travels an average of at least 1,250 miles a year and
a) necessarily uses their vehicle an average of at least three days a week, or

b) spends an average of at least 50% of their time on such travel including the duties performed during the visits, or travels an average of at least 1,000 miles a year and spends an average of at least four days a week on such travel including the duties performed during the visits.
GP Registrars who do NOT meet the criteria for Regular User payments, the allowance (mileage rate) shall be payable at the Standard rate, except where travel by public transport would have been appropriate, then the public transport rate will be used.
Monthly GP Registrar Mileage Claim Form 2

GP Registrars covered by Section 3 who use their private vehicle for any official journey for the purposes of the practice, including travel in connection with domiciliary consultations, and require payment of the appropriate allowance must complete “Monthly GP Registrar Mileage Claim Form 2”.  The form should be signed by the GP Registrar and GP Trainer and submitted to the appropriate WYCSA Finance Department.  Payment will be to the Practice not the GP Registrar.
