Session Objectives

· To increase knowledge and understanding related to:

· general characteristics of child abuse 

· specific signs & consequences of non-accidental injury (NAI) and domestic violence

· relevant local advice & referral options available, & how/when to seek them

· appropriate follow-up actions (e.g. recording details, informing practice team)     


· To develop skills for dealing with cases of potential child abuse, specifically:

· parent presenting child with NAI

· parent presenting with signs of being victim of domestic violence


· To develop awareness of one’s own strengths & development needs in relation to dealing with cases involving potential child abuse

· To develop confidence in one’s ability to handle cases involving potential child abuse
